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MADRID SITE CHOSEN, AGREEMENT SIGNED

substantial majority of Museum members voted in
favor of purchasing a 115 acre farm at Madrid to be
the permanent site on which museum facilities will be
developed. Several members voted for another site at the
Slab City community. However, the generous offer and
favorable economics at Madrid were hard to beat. And
the picturesque hamlet of Madrid had added its charm.
The choice was made at the 2006 Annual Meeting of
the Museum on January 29. In the largest vote ever, 40
members were present and another 71 were represented
by proxies. Two weeks earlier, over 40 members had
toured the two sites on a Saturday marked by drizzle
turning into sleet and finally snow. Others had visited the
sites at other times on their own.
At a special meeting of the board of trustees on Feb-
ruary 26, president Ross Goodyear put the final signature
on a letter of intent previously signed by the property
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Farmhouse, barn and pump house-workshop (rear) at the Ma-
drid farm scheduled for purchase in 2006. The buildings face
State Hwy. 345. 115 acres surround the farmstead.

Donations and Pledges Halfway
to New $120,000 Goal

@ver $63,000 in cash and pledges has been donated to the
site development fund. Most of this amount is cash. With the
site purchase at $100,000, anticipated legal costs, and urgently
needed storage facilities, the newly constituted finance committee
has set the 2006 fundraising goal at $120,000.

Gifts and pledges have been received not only from members
of the Museum, but also from generous friends interested in see-
ing the new museum facility come to the region. Contributions also
include memorial and dedicated gifts honoring family, friends and
loved ones.

The cash portion, now nearly $50,000, is invested in a money
market fund with Smith-Barney, earning nearly 4% interest while
the balance of the monies are raised. Interest income of approxi-
mately $1,000 is expected during the year as more funds are add-
ed to this account.

The Museum also maintains a healthy balance in the operat-
ing funds account in excess of $6,000. Additional income is ex-
pected this year from the exhibitions in June and September as
well as from the sale of Old Iron calendars and other Museum
goods. «@n

treasurer, filling the post previously served by Grant
Thesier. Thesier respectfully declined to serve this year.
Mike Livingston was elected to fill the expired term of Jim
McGraw. Non-officer trustees serve for three years and
may not be reelected in consecutive years. The elections
took place at the Annual Meeting in January.

Following discussions beginning in 2005 and with the
recommendation of the members attending the Annual
Meeting, the board of trustees amended the by-laws to
provide for two additional board members at a meeting
on February 26. This brings the total to nine members
with 4 officers elected by the members each year and 5
non-officer members elected to rotating 3-year terms.

The board, at the same meeting, then appointed Julie
A. McGraw of Dekalb Junction and David L. Baker of
Waddington to fill the new positions. They will serve the
balance of the term until elections are held at the next
Annual Meeting. Their positions will then be open for
election by the members. To maintain a rotation of board
members, one of the positions will serve for three years
and the other for only two.

owners. The letter confirms that Leon and Carole
Goolden of Colton, NY will sell their Madrid property to
the Museum for $100,000 while donating the rest of its
value. The property is currently estimated to be worth
more than $200,000.

Conditions of the sale include payment in full by the
end of 2006 from donated funds. The Museum is not to
incur any debt for the purchase and should be able to
begin operations debt free. Once purchased, the farm is
to be kept well maintained. If the Museum were ever to
falter, all else failing, the farm could become either the
property of or its public use designated by the Town of
Madrid. A monument will be erected recognizing the do-
nors and the memory of Leon Goolden’s parents and
grandparents who previously owned the property.

The vote for the site was preceded by extensive dis-
cussion of the merits of each site. The showroom at the
Heuvelton Equipment Company, host of the meeting,
buzzed as maps of the sites were compared and concep-
tual maps of how the sites could be developed were ex-
amined.

The farmhouse and fields are currently rented. It is
the Museum’s intention to work closely with the current
tenants to minimize disturbing them as plans are made.
Meanwhile, fundraising is underway so that the purchase
can be completed as planned. iy
